SDAIE:  combine the best of communicative language teaching with the best of content teacher.


Focus:



Tasks/activities/assignments



Thematic instruction



The use of interactive structures that engage the students

SDAIE: strictly speaking, use English for SDAIE courses, because students are supposed to be level 3.

Strategy:  rewrite the paper, critique the essay paragraph by paragraph, or write a critique using the components of the rubric.

Ms. Gerald’s 9th Grade SDAIE

 First (:  

-It would be hoped that each of the teachers have SDAIE training an d/or certification.  This is also a [B] because it is an equity issue.  Reflects the value placed upon the group who needs highly qualified teachers.

-After-school program is addressing [I], academic development, but it should not be optional.  

Second (: 


-while the native speakers should probably not be in the course, the teacher can use them for heterogeneous language grouping.  This would encourage all students to use English.   [G] , [C]


-again, we have a sociocultural issue [B] here as the English students are “dumped” into the inappropriate class.  While the counselor thought it might be good for the two English speakers, it is not necessarily good for the rest of the class.

Third (:


-Collaborative posters are a form of text re-presentation [E], as well as Extending Understanding, collaborative posters are also [F] for constructive of knowledge through social interaction.


-socio-cultural theory, collaborative poster, working in a group to do an academic task [B], ZPD


-to do collaborative poster requires re-reading the text [I] and aids the cognitive development of ELs [H]


-individual & collaborative work [B], learning w/others.  Promotes academic language.  Individual work shows cognitive development.


-teacher is covering key material, renaissance, Steinbeck, gives students access to higher-level learning opportunities, [I]


-The posters on the wall could and should be a mixture of heroes from all backgrounds.  (Even if they are never discussed, research shows they add to achievement of students of color).  [B]


-Could the inspirational sayings be translated in all class languages?  (it would promote linguistic development [G] if the saying had high-school level vocabulary.  At the least, it would show value for the students’ L1 [B]

Fourth (:


-teacher could have written what she said, shown pictures.  This is a missed opportunity for the teacher to contextualize the background information for preparing the learner.  Minimally, she could have written down some of her main points and given instructions in writing.  All of this adds to a poor way of PREPARING the LEARNER [D].


-a better Quickwrite prompt would have gone a lot further to BRIDGE for the kids [E] by tapping into their prior experience or knowledge.  Student confusing speaks to the fact that the method used was not effective.


-a prompt could have been used to stimulate writing.


-either giving a slip of paper or writing on the board would also help with students academic development by modeling proper writing conventions and giving a visual! [I]. 

Fifth (:


-instead of going to her desk, teacher could have monitored the students, which could have helped ensure all students understood and wrote.  That way, she would have actually been “Preparing the Learner” [D]


-Telling all kids that they must “speak in English” is also a sociocultural issue of the status of their L1.  [B].  She is also not showing sensitivity to the various levels of EL development of the kids [G].  She should be more aware of each students’ level!

Sixth (:


-Binder check is good (I] because the more organized a student is, the greater the chance for academic success.


-however, by putting the quickwrite in the binder, the assignment is basically worthless.  Students could have been given the opportunity to share with each other or share with the group [D].  This is also a missed [C] where students could have worked on comprehensible input and output


-unless the teacher has taught the SQ3R (skim, question, read, recite, review) method, showing how ideas are organized in a standard text, simply “perusing” is not an effective strategy to build Schema Building and Metacognitive development.  


-this would have been a great opportunity for Reciprocal Teaching [F].


-by using the Compare & Contrast Matrix, the teacher is preparing to Extend Understanding. [D].  This is a higher-level graphic organizer that would work for extending the understanding [H]  Having a visual is also good.

Seventh (:


-groups: learning with others gives students a chance for comprehensible output [C] ands aids students’ consruction of knowledge [F]


-having students self-select groups usually ends in friendship groups.  To fully develop academic development [I] and the benefit of collaborative work [B], teacher should have made heterogeneous groups.  Little or no understanding of the linguistic development of her ELs [G] and a missed opportunity for construction of knowledge [F]

-A jigsaw activity could help build experts for each group [E].  This would have also lowered the affective filter of many lower-level ELs [C] 

-she is using a well-developed C&C matrix [H], but we don’t really know where the information comes from.  Schema Building is taking place [E].  This is a good task for students to read and draw information from the text – INTERACTION w/TEXT [D].

-it could also lead to a C&C essay!! [D]-Extending Understanding.

Eighth (:


-Encouraging students to work in English is stressing academic development [I], but she is missing out on an opportunity for the higher level students to model for the lower level students [G].  How is the level 3 student being challenged to improve?


-focus on content over correction, fluency over correctness.  Could have discussed cognates [C] instead of raising affective filter. Krashen’s monitor hypothesis – evidence is that correcting student errors is not effective.

Ninth (:


-allowing students to group themselves doesn’t promote distributed knowledge, which leads to the situation that occurred [I] & [G].


-perhaps the students could have checked/cross-referenced their work with each other or self-correct if there is some extra time to build metacognitive development [E]


-

Tenth (:


-teacher is reading aloud – Modeling [E]


-it is not clear how much front-loading for vocabulary she does, which is a key for EL’s cognitive development [H]


-clarifying is a great comprehension strategy of reciprocal teaching [F], but she only focuses on language, no discussion of content?


-student use of Reciprocal Teaching is great for  construction of Knowledge [F]


-excellent use of the posters for the steps of reciprocal teaching [I]


-Teacher needs to do more modeling as to how an essay should be written, provide examples, and allow for more structure.


-she could discuss how the matrix helps with the content of the essay [E]


-compare & Contrast essay requires higher-level thinking [H], but is an excellent way to promote schema building [E]
