	· Reduce and prioritize the important ideas from the text

· Revisit the text, re-read

· Opportunity to put info in their own words

· Checking each other’s understanding

	· Students on task summarizing or reading

	Compare and Contrast Matrix and Essay


	· Matrix compares a familiar topic and a new topic

· Matrix classifies the information from the two topics

· Matrix organizes information creating a pre-write for the essay

· Matrix criteria were given and directed the students’ attention for reading

· Matrix gave a purpose for reading

· Writing the essay requires selecting and expressing main ideas and details
